	HMIS record of shelter stay or HPRP Homeless Certification from shelter provider or shelter operator certification that the applicant has been residing at the emergency shelter (on agency letterhead, signed and dated). 

	
	Literally Homeless: Graduating from, or timing out of a transitional housing program.  
	
	HPRP Homeless Certification or housing provider letter on letterhead, signed and dated that the applicant is graduating or timing out of the McKinney –Vento funded transitional housing program.

	
	Literally Homeless: Staying in a hospital or other institution, in which the person has been a resident for up to 180 days but was sleeping in an emergency shelter or other place not meant for human habitation (cars, parks, streets, etc. immediately prior to entry into the hospital or institution.)
	
	Certification (on agency letterhead, signed and dated) completed by hospital/institution staff stating that the applicant has been a resident for up to 180 days and HMIS record of shelter stay or HPRP Homeless Certification that provides verification that the participant was residing in an emergency shelter or other place not meant for human habitation prior to stay in the institution.

	
	Literally Homeless: Leaving a domestic violence situation.

	Housed & at imminent risk of homelessness (losing housing): Potential loss of housing due to utility non-payment
	
	Utility shut-off notice (w/ applicant and unit address) and copy of lease identifying applicant as legal tenant of unit and indicating that tenant is responsible for the utility at-risk of being shut-off.

	
	Housed & at imminent risk of homelessness (losing housing): Potential loss of housing due to non-payment of rent and/or other lease violation
	
	Eviction notice or court order notifying applicant they must leave and copy of lease identifying applicant as legal tenant of unit.

	
	Housed & at imminent risk of homelessness (losing housing): Potential loss of housing due to eviction by host family/friend.   
	
	Eviction letter from host family or friend who rents or owns the housing that notifies the applicant they must leave and lease naming host family/friend as legal tenant of unit

	
	Housed & at-risk of homelessness (losing housing): Living in own home or doubled up with friends or relatives and are at-risk of losing their housing due to high housing costs, conflict, or other conditions negatively impacting their ability to remain housed and lacks the resources and support networks needed to maintain or obtain housing.  However, such persons are not in immediate danger of becoming literally homeless.
	
	Letter (typed or handwritten) from landlord or host family/friend who owns or rents the housing that notifies the applicant that they must leave their current housing and copy of lease (naming host family/friend as leaseholder, if applicable)
